1. The attached documents contain medical and/or psychological information relating to the defendant;

The public has an interest in providing diversion that meets the unique mental health treatment and support needs of individuals with mental disorders so as to mitigate the individuals’ entry and reentry into the criminal justice system while protecting public safety. 4. A substantial probability exists that the overriding interest will be prejudiced if the documents are not sealed; 

5. The proposed sealing is narrowly tailored to protect those interests; and 
6. No less restrictive means exist to achieve those interests.
